The PTA gathered photos of all the teachers and printed a big
banner, about 4 m high and 2.5 m wide, showing everyone's face. |
asked some of the older students, “Do you want to teach here when
you grow up?” They were surprised by the question and said, “No.”
[Teachers, don't feel bad: They also tell me “No” when | ask them if
they want to be a priest or a Sister in the future.] So | asked, “What
do you want to become?” They said doctor, fashion designer, vet
(veterinarian) and movie star. | told them that it's not easy, so study
hard. [Parents, don't feel bad if they did not name your job. They do
not see your face on TV or your job praised in the newspaper or in
magazines.]

An English poet, Robert Browning (1812-1889), wrote “Ah, but
a man's reach should exceed his grasp, or what's a heaven for?” This
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is a rare example of different English words for using one's hands.
When | was studying Mandarin in Taiwan, | noticed careful
distinctions, specific terms for lifting, carrying on a pole on the
shoulders, carrying under the arm, and two people carrying
something together. We can reach out and touch something with our
finger tips, but it might be just a little too far away to pull our hand
around it and pull it closer.

Primary students are stretching as far as their imagination can
reach. In the future, only a few of them will be able to grab a high
paying, high status job where they will sing and dance in public, and
drive a race car for a hobby. For now, let them dream about
becoming rich and famous. If they are teaching in MFS 15 or 20
years from now, or doing your current job, and doing it well, with love
and concern, that will be wonderful. Our city, country and the wider
world will benefit if our boys and girls grasp what is in the textbooks
now, and later grasp a useful position in society. We need people
who care about quality work.

We wish the students the best that this life has to offer. We thank
you for the sacrifices you are making to prepare them for adult life,
We also want them to reach higher, to reach for and to grasp a better
world beyond this one. Primary school is not too early to start
dreaming, and to ask God for help in making dreams come true.
